	Learning Activity #1
	Name Game:
· In a circle each student will say their name in a nice clear voice

· Everyone should be able to hear it

· Move around the circle clockwise until everyone is done.

· Pick up the pace, making sure that articulation and clarity is still present

· Next each student will say their name, but follow it up with a sound effect, of their choice
· Try to encourage different sound effects and not repetition of the one just before. 

· Demonstrate this if students appear confused

· Once again, on completion pick up the tempo, trying to go around the circle faster, but with the same clarity and articulation

	Old MacDonald:
· Divide the class into groups (chosen by the teacher)
