	Attention Grabber
	Slow-Mo High five:
· Each student will give a high five to 5 other students as slow as possible, making sure there is still proper “high five” contact
· Repeat, but with 5 different people

	Learning Activity #1
	Simon Says:
· Allow the students to move to any spot in the room, as long as they are able to see you and are not touching or distracting anyone else.
· Play Simon says (Mr. Miller says), if a student messes up, they need to either give the teacher a slow-mo high five, or another person beside them who also messed up.

· Continue the game

· Start with simple ones, but slowly progress to full body, as well as sounds (i.e. “Mr. Miller says lie on your stomach, Mr. Miller says crawl like a snake, Mr. Miller says hiss like a snake, ok stand up, oh Mr. Miller didn’t say)

	Learning Activity #2
	Mirror Mirror:
· Transitioning from Simon says, have each student give one more slow-mo high five to someone they haven’t yet.

· All students head back to their own space.

· This time explain that everyone needs to copy what you are doing, similar to simon says, but without talking.

· Once again start simple. Raise a hand, turn around. Slowly increase difficulty, maybe standing on one leg, sitting in a chair, giving time for the students to react and modify their own movement.

	Learning Activity #3
	Reflection:
· Allow the students to partner up with another student closest to them (be aware if certain pairings don’t work, make sure they know the expectations that if they are working together they are on task. Be willing to change partners if needed)

· Have the students label themselves A or B

· The A’s will go first, moving (on the spot), with the B’s copying them

· Halfway through switch so that the B’s lead
